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SUBJECT: Non-Fraternization.
TO: All Organization Commanders, Twelfth Army Group.
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1. A subject which is going to hound us from now on, is that of non-
fraternization with the German civilians. Right now, of course, it is of
less importance than some other things whi contribute more directly to
winning the war. It may not be as important at the moment, for instance, as =
ig_’cttin,g overshoes for our men or enforcin% steps to prevent trench foot,

ut, nevertheless, we must continue to enforce non-fraternization orders.
As we press further into Germany, this subject will increase in importance °
until, when we are an army of occupation, it will become one of our
greatest problems.

2. The education of our soldiers as to the necessity for non-
fraternization must be continuous. We must emphasize that we are not
just fighting Hitler and his crowd; we are fighting the whole German
nation, This is a total war. It is' each one of the German people who
has made it that kind of a war. If they had not been led by Hitles, they
would have been led by someone else with the same ideas. The German
people relish war, and are determined to use it until they rule the world
